o Outside the Eating Window: Water and other non-caloric beverages
(unsweetened tea, black coffee) may be consumed during the other 16 hours
of the day

APRIL: UNUSUAL BREAKTHROUGH

SCRIPTURE: 2 Corinthians 10:4 - “The weapons we fight with are not the weapons of the world.

DECLARATION: Strongholds are broken, and we walk in victory through God's power.

FASTING FOCUS: Breaking through to new levels of surrender, obedience, and resurrection life.

Week 6 (Mar 23-28): The Journey to Jerusalem - Breakthrough in Surrender
Week 7 (Mar 30-Apr 2): Holy Week - The Ultimate Breakthrough
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This is Church as Unusual. Lent 2026 is not a season of religious routine
—it is a divine invitation into unprecedented spiritual transformation.

This sacred season is a time of consecration, spiritual strengthening and
renewal through reflection, repentance, and sacrifice. The season
commemorates the 40 days Jesus spent fasting in the wilderness before
beginning His public ministry. Likewise, we will engage in spiritual,
physical, and financial discipline to position ourselves, our families, and
our church for the unusual work God is doing in 2026.

As we remove distractions, we gain clarity on our call to personal
transformation and increase our resolve for prophetic action. This year,
we journey through three distinct movements:

e February: Unusual Connection - We will experience unprecedented
intimacy with God as He draws us into the wilderness to speak
tenderly to our hearts and reconnect us to our first love.

March: Unusual Recovery - We will reclaim what the enemy has stolen
—our true identity, our freedom, our spiritual appetite, and our kingdom
authority. God is restoring us to His original design.

April: Unusual Breakthrough - We will break through to new levels of
surrender, obedience, and resurrection power as we follow Jesus to
Jerusalem and witness the ultimate breakthrough of the cross and
empty tomb.

During this Lenten Fast, set your expectation to become 1% better every
day. Expect to grow and develop. Your discipline and sacrifices will
prepare you to experience what eyes have not seen and ears have not
heard. Look for God in unexpected places. Open your ears to hear the Lord
whisper plans and directions. Anticipate the expansion of your belief in
God, your commitment to Christ, and your obedience to the Holy Spirit. As
your faith increases, signs, wonders and miracles will follow.

At the end of this fast, you will be better. New Birth will be better.
This is not business as usual. God is doing something extraordinary in us
and through us this season. This is Church as Unusual.
