The omission of specific duties for this position does not exclude 
them if the work is similar or related.  Other duties may be required and assigned. 

Key Responsibilities: 

Strategic Leadership:  Develop and execute comprehensive marketing and communications plans 
that align with the ministry’s goals and Christian values.  Ensure consistent messaging across all 
channels, including digital and print.  

Brand Consistency:  Oversee the development and maintenance of the ministry’s brand, ensuring 
that all marketing materials reflect New Birth’s values and mission.  Maintain a strong and consistent 
brand identity across all touchpoints. 

Content Creation and Management:  Lead the creation, curation, and distribution of completing 
content that engages the ministry’s target audiences.  This includes managing the newsletter, press 
releases, blog posts, text messaging, promotional materials and more. 

Digital Marketing:  Direct the ministry’s digital marketing efforts, including Search Engine 
Optimization (SEO), email campaigns, social media strategies, and website management.  Utilize 
analytics to track performance and adjust strategies to maximize reach and engagement. 
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Public Relations: Serve as the primary contact for media relations, developing and maintaining 
relationships with media outlets and ensuring positive coverage of the ministry’s activities. Manage 
crisis communications with a calm and strategic approach.

Budget Management: Develop and oversee the marketing and communication budget, ensuring 
efficient resource allocation while achieving desired outcomes.
